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GRANT WILL HELP WITH SHELTER COSTS

Boise, ID – A recent grant of $3000 from the “Southwestern Region Greatest Need Fund in the Idaho Community Foundation” will help cover the basic operational costs of shelters and transitional homes in the Treasure Valley.  The Women’s and Children’s Alliance operates the homes and provide safe shelter to women and their children escaping domestic and sexual violence.

“Operational costs for our main shelter are over $30,000 per month,” said Bea Black, Executive Director of WCA. “These generous funds from the Idaho Community Foundation will help us meet some of the basic needs of running a shelter.”

Last year the WCA provided approximately 15,000 safe bed nights to 316 women and their children.  About 75% of women who come to WCA bring children with them.  The secure shelter provides refuge for 3 to 4 months and the transitional homes prepare women and their children to re-enter the community successfully and safely.

About WCA: Established in 1980, the Women’s and Children’s Alliance provides safe shelter, education, opportunity, and hope to victims of domestic or sexual violence. The WCA operates secure shelters and transitional homes, while also providing professional counseling, legal advocacy, outreach, and crisis services to women and children.
